After the tournament, CHS beat conference rival Afton in a hard
fought battle, 12-11. The Lady Tigers finish 3-1-1 in the Lucky 7 Con-
ference with the only loss to the Wyandotte Bears, 7-4, and a tie with
Fairland, 4-4. CHS jumped out to a 2-0 lead in the first three innings.
The Lady Owls fought back to tie it up at two in the fifth inning. The
. game remained tied until the top of the ninth inning when Mandy
| Watson lead with a solo homerun giving CHS the lead again. Mariah
Adams singled and stole second. Maycee North had an RBI double,
giving the Lady Tigers a little cushion, but FHS tied it once again.
Fairland didn't have lights on the field so the game was called after
nine innings. The Lady Tigers also beat Welch 4-1 and Quapaw 9-2
in conference play. CHS finished second in the Welch Tournament
and seventh in the Wyandotte Tournament. Districts start on Sep-
tember 25. CHS will host Quapaw in hopes of advancing to Region-
als.
